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COMMON APPLICATION ESSAY PROMPTS

We were gratified to learn that 91% of members and 90&6mdtituents agree or strongly agree that the
current prompts are effective. In addition, the narrative comments we received helped us see areas Jpr
improvement in three of the prompts. Working in close consultation with the counselors and admissi¢n
officers on our advisory committees, we revised these prompts in a way that we believe will help
students see expanded opportunities for expressing themselves. Those revisions appear in italics. Yjpu
will also notice two new prompts. The first asks studentsdoesbxamples of their intellectual curiosity.

The second is a return to inviting students to submit an essay on a topic of their choice, reframed to pelp
students understand that they are welcome to draw inspiration from multiple sources, not justtheir o
creativity.

The word limit on the essay will remain at 650. The goal of these revisions is to help all applicants,
regardless of background or access to counseling, see themselves and their stories within the promjts.
They are designed to invite unendoered discussions of character and community, identity, and
aspiration. To this end, we will be creating new educational resources to help students both understgnd
and approach the opportunities the essay presents for them.
